FWSA Safety Person of the Year 2010—Richard Rizk

of Beaverton, Oregon is a member of the Cascade Ski

Club in the Northwest Ski Club Council (NW SCC).  He

developed a winter safety speaker awareness series which

addressed winter driving, terrain park safety, ski risks and

the law, ski patrol advice.   Richard also contributed

significantly to the development of the NW SCC P.I.E.

(Prepared Informed Ecological) campaign which addresses

safety issues.  He spearheaded an influenza awareness

initiative for Cascade Ski Club & NW SCC.  Richard recently

completed a 17 session backcountry ski safety course which

included avalanche training.  He also has first aid and CPR

training.  Richard has taught boating rescue and safety

techniques as a YMCA camp boating instructor and

performed search and rescue in lakes and pools as a YMCA

lifeguard.  As a Special Olympics Coach with physician

supervision, he regularly monitored downs syndrome

participants for medication and safety compliance.  He has

worked with commercial insureds to develop strategies for

making workplaces safer.  From an environmental safety

perspective as an Environmental Claim Supervisor, Richard

authorized and directed the cleanup of some of the nation’s

most contaminated sites.  He also advocates for safer play

areas for children.  The winner receives a 6 day vacation for
